1t is always important to stretich before you play, but T tend to see more
muscle pulls in the cooler months. We seem tio have had an inordinate
amount of calf injuries in recent years. Physical therapists are even calling
it tennis calfl Tt always seems tio be the same tiye of thing A player runs
forward for a short ball and feels a snap at the back of the calf. This
has tended to be a 6 to 8 week injury and can be avoided by some simple
stretiching There also seems to be some debate between “static' and
"dynamic’ stretiching. I have found that a combination of the two is a good
idea. Please make stretiching a part of your pre-matich warm wp to avoid
injuries.
